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Membership Dues Increase

At the UELAC Annual Meeting in Vernon, BC the Treasurer & Acting Chair of the Finance committee made a presentation
to the delegates about the need to increase membership due. The last dues increase was approved 14 years ago at the
1996 AGM in Halifax. The UELAC Executive has been very frugal and managed the funds very well. However the
implementation of the Ontario Harmonized Sales Tax (HST) on July 1, 2010 increased costs by adding 8% to several of
the largest expenses (postage, rent and audit fee). After a lengthy discussion by the delegates, the (Niagara) Branch
Executive voted to raise the Branch fees by $5.00 to cover this increase. In 2011 the Individual member fee will be
$55.00 and the Family dues (all members living at the same address) will be $70.00. The renewal form will be sent out in
October.
